· A meeting will be held 25 August regarding a proposal to sell Stan Heather Park. There are various options regarding the sale and management of funds received.

HAMILTON JAB MEETING

· This meeting discussed the possibility of joining Waikato Wide 13th Grade with Hamilton 13th Grade. Should we not merge, we need to look at aligning rules so that Aaron Hopa is evenly contested. Can delegates please discuss this at committees and return with feedback.

B HESLOP – WRU
· B Heslop advised that he is covering for Gillian Oakley until her replacement is appointed.

· A group has been formed to discuss junior rugby issues i.e. competitions, Aaron Hopa rules. This group has put forward the suggestion that junior funding be paid directly to junior boards and that junior clubs receive a third of the allocated funding.

· Junior March Past is being held after the completion of this year’s season. Due to feedback received in previous years, the march past is being held on our only afternoon home game.

 GENERAL BUSINESS

· Ngaruawahia enquired as to the consequences of junior clubs whose delegates do not attend HJRB meetings. If apologies are received there are no consequences. However, three consecutive missed meetings with no apologies enable that delegate to be replaced.

· Taupiri advised that half the Marist 12th Grade team turned up to play last weekend after the game was cancelled. They also wish to advise that a Hamilton Old Boys 12th Grade player does not have his photo in the team book; they did not allow him to play.

· J Barrett advised that planning was underway for next year’s SmallBlacks courses. Delegates are asked to discuss this at their next committee meetings so that WRU can schedule the courses at suitable times when most participants are available to attend.
