	13th Grade Competition – Proposed Points from the JAB
· Top Weight 70kgs instead of our present 75kgs.

· 5 Dispensated Players – 3 Players on the field at any one time.

· No 13 year olds to play in our competition

· All High School Players if 12yrs as at the 1st of January need a letter from the principal saying that they can not cater for these children or that they have trialled but did not make it into a team.

· If proposal is accepted then we will need to have a Special General Meeting to make the appropriate changes to our rules which were originally passed at our AGM in October last year.

· If not accepted decisions will need to be made as to where to next.

Our Committee decision 11 votes to 5 is that 13 year olds in Year 9 and are under 60kg be allowed to play in our current 13th grade and if they are under 35kg play in the 12th grade.  
They will also require a letter from the high school.
