WEIGH IN – MARK TAPPER

· Again, a reminder to all competition grade teams to submit their team sheets to M Tapper

· Clubs with more than one team in a grade are reminded that players are not to swap between teams once the team lists have been completed

· To date there is one competition grade team without an associate referee assigned to it. 

· J Barrett to send M Tapper spread sheet of all Associate Referee Course attendees.

· Should a team, due to unforeseen circumstances, be unable to have their Associate Referee present at a game, the Executive Committee will determine if game points will be forfeited. These decisions will be made on a case by case basis.

10-A-SIDE TOURNAMENT FEEDBACK 

· Taupiri – All well, no complaints
· Ngaruawahia – Certificates had no names and their suggestion is perhaps ribbons instead. Pies were too expensive. Fields need to be numbered clearly. A policy for re-entry into the grounds needs to be decided upon, saving people having to re pay entry fee if they had to leave. The portable toilets were not working. Having the younger players in the morning and the older players in the afternoon worked well. Hot chips are a food suggestion for next year. A portable eftpos machine would also be useful. A drop off point for parents unwilling to pay for parking is another suggestion. Overall, most seemed happy.
· Southwell – A big thank you to T Keegan for the draws, a logistical challenge. No hitches from their perspective.
· Hamilton Marist – Very happy. They did have a slight altercation with a player from a Raglan team. However, A Pene dealt with this matter immediately and Marist wish to thank him and acknowledge that the matter is now settled satisfactorily.
· Te Rapa – When manning the gates it was apparent that passes were required for those wishing to leave and return. A Te Rapa parent came on to the field during a game and pulled a player off – S Pou reminds all clubs that we need to be mindful that all concerns/complaints are directed through team management, parents must not take action themselves. R Gibson suggested that due process is given to all complaints of this nature; if the parent is still unhappy after the matter has been fully investigated then they have the option of involving the Police.
· Melville – The feedback was that this year was 100% improvement on last year and many thanks to all involved
· Varsity Taiohi – Their parents enjoyed the day, they had a minor refereeing issue but it is settled now.
· Huntly – Their 6th grade thought the day was brilliant
· Hamilton Old Boys – The feedback was that the day ran very smoothly
· Frankton – They received positive feedback from parents. They did have refereeing issues and felt the pies were too expensive though
· Raglan – Apologised again for Hamilton Marist incident. They had one team with a three hour wait between games but realise that it was unavoidable. Field sizes were queried, but this will not be an issue next year. Overall, well done.
· Te Awamutu Sports – This was Te Awamutu Sports first time at the tournament and all their parents enjoyed it. They question the reasoning behind only being able to take 12 players. The No. 4 Field appeared very small – competition grade teams should perhaps have larger fields. It was also suggested a five metre strip on half way instead of just one length of tape for safety reasons.
· Fraser Tech – Apart from the obvious toilet problem, no complaints. All participants were happy.
· R Gibson – Traffic flowed well. Car parking was changed at the last minute to one gate, the roster then changed but this was not communicated well enough – an issue to be looked at next year. The allocation of rubbish bins can also be changed next year so more are placed at high use areas. (R Peters also suggested getting teams to clear a field/area each before prizegiving) There was a safety issue with pre-schoolers and pushchairs in the middle of fields. The white tape used to mark the fields was donated by Fraser Tech this year but will have to be purchased next year.
· D Holmes – Having organisers in uniforms worked well. Letters of thanks are to go to: the person associated with the sound system, Aber Gas, Graham Bowen, Tainui and Mitre Ten Mega.
· M Tapper – Thanks to T Keegan for the draws and J Libby for running the draws and results
· T Keegan – the 12 player issue is worth investigating for next year.

· T Keegan proposed that in competition grades when allocating points, one point is awarded for loosing within seven points and one point is awarded for four or more tries. This is an attempt to address large score blow outs.
· The points differential will not be taken into account when determining placements at the end of the season.

· Could all competition grade coaches please be made aware of these changes
· 13th Grade this season - There is one pool of eight teams. Competition round begins on 14 June and continues for 7 weeks. The top four teams will play in the semi-finals, 1 vs 4, 2 vs 3. Winners to play in the final on the 23rd of August. 
· 13th Grade teams may also change their kick off times if both teams are in agreement and there is a field available
· 12th Grade this season - There will be three pools. Most likely Pool A will consist of 6 teams, Pool B of 7 teams and Pool C of 7 teams. Competition rounds will begin 21 of June. 

For Pool A there will be 5 competition round of games, then the top two teams will have the choice of either a bye or playing each other in a friendly game. Meanwhile 3 will play 6 and 4 will play 5, effectively in a quarter final. The winner of these two games will play teams 1 and 2 in the semi-finals, highest ranked team will play 2, lowest ranked team to play 1. The winner of these two games will play each other in a final on the 30 of August.

Pool B and Pool C will play 6 competition rounds of games, beginning on 21 June. One game per round will involve a team from Pool B playing a team from Pool C. This game will eliminate the need for byes in these two pools however no competition points will be recorded for this game. After 6 weeks of games there will be semi-finals with 1 playing 4 and 2 playing 3, followed by the finals.

· 11th Grade this season –  There is two pools, one of 10 teams and one of 9 teams. Competition rounds began 7 June and continues for 9 weeks. The top four teams will play in the semi-finals, 1 vs 4, 2 vs 3. Winners to play in the final on the 30th of August.

HAMILTON JUNIOR RUGBY BOARD GOORD CUP COMPETITION

The purpose of the competition is to give eligible players an opportunity to play rugby above their normal club level – and to aid the selection of the two Hamilton Bowers Cup teams.

The “Goord Cup” shall be presented to the winning team on the final day of the competition, and all players will be given a ribbon of participation.

Competition Rules:

1. All teams (21 players only) will be weighed on the Opening Day of the competition

2. All players must be U45kg (if over 45kg – they will not play)

3. All players must be under 13 yrs of age as at 010108 

4. Players must not be attending High School (up to Year 8 only)

5. Players cannot play Gwynne Shield and Goord Cup or Bowers Cup

6. Games will be 25 minutes each way

To assist selections, team coaches/managers are asked to bring two complete lists of players’ names – and beside them the jersey number they will be wearing – which will need to be the same for the whole competition.

The competition is a round robin format, with each team playing the other teams once – over two weekends.

Points will be awarded as below. The winning team will be the team with the most points at the end of the competition.
